Minutes - SLWA Board Meeting October 20, 2011
A quorum of board members were present:

1. Tabled Treasure’s Report until Treasurer is present
2. Minutes from September 15th Board Meeting were approved. Minutes from Aug. 18th & Sept. 1st minutes need to be put on Agenda next meeting. Tyson mentioned he will be updating website with newly approved minutes.

3. Announcement that Tom Arsuffi funded the printing of a new 3’ x 6’ SLWA banner to be used at events. Banner was printed locally using TTU new equipment. 

4. Announcement that JD Kidwell is storing Nueces River Authority litter bags (about 1,950 bags 60 of which are large) in his storage room.  These should last for the next 6 months. At that time, Sky will contact us to see if we need to get another order in. Sky Lewey and Nueces River Authority orders 40,000 at a time. The first 100 bags were distributed at Oktoberfish at Morgan Shady Park last weekend.
5. Discussion on Junction Water Workshop at Stevenson Center on September 20th that SLWA helped to sponsor with Andy Murr. Those board members that attended workshop agreed there was good turnout (maybe 100 attendees) but that the information and presentation was not impressive from TCEQ. The point of holding the meeting was to let public meet/interact with TCEQ directly. 

a. Fracking and Sand Mining side topics were also discussed. They both require large amounts of ground water. Tyson mentioned there is a new proposed Sand Mine about 5-miles from his house and is actively trying to find out more on this. JD knows someone that works at a local sand mine and shared information that he had stating about 1 million gallons of water is being used per sand mine shaft. 
b. It was also mentioned that the Texas Water Symposium was a great success! Many who missed the actual symposium on October 13th were interested in listening to the recording of it. 

6. Tabled discussion on Article III Sec. 9 of Bylaws until board members with legal expertise can attend and provide input.

7. Tyson reported he is getting more information and facts from TCEQ on Kimble County’s application to amend Certificate of Adjudication No. 14-1543. It was suggested that a possible next step would be to set up a meeting with Andrew Murr instead of requesting a public meeting. The possibility of SLWA having the capability to receive donation of water rights in future was discussed. This would be a second option similar to what Water Trust does but will keep water rights here in our watershed.
8. JD & Gary Garrett reported on Oktoberfish Fly Fishing Festival. There were over 200 people registered. Gary did presentation on both the Guadalupe Bass Initiative and the Paddling Trails. Lavern Hardin of Morgan Shady Park would like to become a member. JD & Walter had a SLWA booth with the new banner which will be brought to the next board meeting.

9. As of Oct 20th there are 51 registered participants for the Oasis Pipeline Fire Recovery and Reclamation Workshop. Gary has talked with Linda Campbell TPWD video/communications about the possibility of recording the workshop. Tom Arsuffi also has access to high quality HD video recorder. Scott sent out 46 special workshop registration postcards to targeted affected landowners. About 9-12 postcards were returned for a total of about 20 affected landowners (several households had several people registered). Board members car pooled out to wildfire site for tour.
