Discussion:
1. Eight Board members constituted a quorum. Tyson was present as special advisor.

2. The minutes of October meeting were approved with no corrections. 

3. Current balance is $1019. 

4. Walter will contact Tom Arsuffi to congratulate him on becoming a Board member. Donnie will talk with Gary Dick about membership.

5. Membership stands at 23. Rick has received a Patron level membership from Hill Country Sporting Goods (term to begin in January). Finley submitted personal membership.

6. IRS has sent a letter asking for more information on SLWA. Walter and Tyson have drafted a response (circulated during meeting). Walter will mail to IRS.

7. Walter will contact JD about Kim working with us to create a logo.

8. Walter still needs to confirm tax deductible conditions. 

9. Scott and Tyson said the program was set. Walter will be responsible for setting up a membership table. It was agreed that any memberships submitted at the program would be recognized as 2010 membership term. As recognition of their contribution, speakers at the program will be offered reimbursement for travel and meals. Tyson will draft article for the paper and send to Scott for submittal to paper. Handouts would be helpful. Art asked if NCRS was included to present grant options for riparian conservation zone. The NCRS is not included but the grant can be mentioned for follow-up. Grant presentation can be included in another program.

10. SLWA will talk with Russell Kott about each program to provide continuing education credits when possible for renewal of applicators permit.

11. The organization has received an application for adopting the highway between Flatrock and the city limits on 377. The group approved Walter to submit the application.

12. Spring cleanup on river is still a viable project.

13. Rick Wilson presented information from his conversation with representative of Snake River Fund. They are similar conservation organization in Jackson Hole. They have many ideas we could translate for SLWA.

14. Tyson has secured funding for three days of attendance at the annual water seminar given by Texas River Network scheduled for November 16-18 in San Marcos. Walter, Scott and Znobia expressed interest in attending. Tyson needs to know by end of day Tuesday to confirm reservations.

15. Scott presented a copy of the base map of the South Llano watershed. He said the other watersheds can be mapped also.

16. Tyson will contact the group that presents the Riparian Workshop to present the one day event this coming May. This might be held in conjunction with “hands-on” stations on the water to demonstrate different water quality techniques and indicators. This might happen at different waterways to expand awareness and participation.

17. Walter will contact Connie Booth to get link from Chamber site to SLWA site.

18. Walter will email Board members to remind them that the Board is to be composed of members with alternating terminal dates. Since this is the end of the first year it is necessary that half the Board members elect to terminate this year to insure overlapping member terms. Members who elect to terminate are capable of reapplying for Board status. Marvin, Znobia, Finley and Scott volunteered to terminate membership this year.

19. LCRA has volunteered to educate members of the organization on sampling water for quality. Walter will keep us aware of the opportunity. LCRA will provide the kit.

20. The next Board meeting was set for December 12, 2009 at 1:00pm.
